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Clark’s nutcracker

( Nucifraga columbiana )

“This bird feeds on the seed of the pine and also on insects. it resides in the rocky mountains
at all seasons of the year, and in many parts is the only bird to be found.”
—William Clark. August 22, 1805. Salmon River, present day Idaho.
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
