Great Smoky Mountains National Park

A valid parking tag must be
displayed when parked for more
than 15 minutes anywhere in Great
Smoky Mountains National Park.

You can purchase your tag
online or in person.

e Three tag durations will be available for purchase for all vehicle
sizes and types (Daily — $5, Weekly - $15, and Annual - $40)

e Interagency passes (Senior Pass, Access Pass, etc.) are not
accepted in lieu of parking tags.

e Parking tags are not replaceable, refundable, transferable,
or upgradeable.

e Each tag is valid for a single vehicle and must include a license
plate number matching the vehicle in which it is displayed.

e Backcountry campers, picnic pavilion reservation holders,
and concessions customers are not exempt from the parking tag
requirement.

e Registered frontcountry campers do not need a parking tag to
park at their campsite.

e Visitors with a handicap license plate or placard do not need
~a parking tag. b4k
