All programs are free, hands on, and connected to Utah and Arizona State Standards.

Field Trips

Let’s Work, Learn, and Play! (PreK-2" Grade) Students do chores, learning tasks, and play games that settler
and Paiute children would have done to illustrate how life was at Pipe Spring compared to their current lives

A Kid’s Day at Pipe Spring (379-5" Grade) Students explore settler and Paiute life, natural resources of the
area, and human impact on the environment at Pipe Spring by doing the daily tasks of 1870s characters
(Dairymaid, ranch hand, Paiute gatherer, settler, and telegrapher)

Powell Explorers (6™-8™ Grade) Explore Pipe Spring’s natural and cultural resources through the eyes of a
nineteenth century explorer using linguistics, botany, geology, anthropology, and navigation

Museum and Fort Tours (9t-12t Grade) Guided fort tours and self-guided learning and educational media in
the museum

Ridge Trail Hike (All Grades) Learn about the geology and ecosystem that makes life possible at Pipe Spring

their online vouchers, then arrange for a Park Ranger to present
