Ulysses S. Grant NHS now has
several education programs
available. Michelle Antenesse,
a  graduate student at
California State University,
developed the “School Days of
the Past” traveling trunk for 3+
-5% graders, and a trunk for 3
-12% graders that explores the
expansion of voting rights.
Her on-site program facilitates
learning  about  Grant’s
experiences at White Haven
and his important role during
the Civil War.

Kellie Novel, our first Teacher
-Ranger-Teacher, is a 1st grade
teacher at Shaw

School in St. Louis. She
developed a program for 1:t-5t
graders on Grant and White
Haven, focusing on character
education. All students at
Shaw and Lexington Schools
participated in the program.
We also produced our first
Reading History! flier that uses
history to teach reading and
comprehension skills for 3™ to
5% graders. Classroom sets are
available for free.
