SUMMARY:

I, Sarah Bouska, US Park Ranger at Yellowstone National Park, was assigned as lead investigator for an overdue
hiker the morning of June 8th, 2017. During interviews of friends and family and through reviewing emails and

texts from the missing hiker, Joseph “Jeff” Murphy, it was determined that he was searching for the Forrest Fenn
treasure in the Turkey Penn Peak area of Yellowstone National Park. Jeff Murphy’s body was located by spotters

in a helicopter the afternoon of June 9™, two days after he started out on his solo hike.
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INITIAL:

Around 11:00am on June 8", 2017, Ranger Phil Basak called me and asked if | would like to lead Investigations
on a Search and Rescue incident involving an overdue hiker. | agreed. Ranger Basak informed me that he was
Incident Commander and | would be working directly under him.

When | arrived at the ICP, | was informed thamife of Joseph Jeff Murphy, called Yellowstone's

dispatch center the evening of June 7™ stating tHat her and had not returned from his solo hike to Turkey
Penn Peak. He flew into Bozeman airport on the evening of the Bm, rented a Hertz rental car and stayed at the
Quality Inn in Belgrade. He had called her around 8:00 am the morning of the 7' stating that he was about to
start his hike and told her that he would call her when he was back to his car. | was also informed that the rental

car of Joseph Jeff Murphy was still located at the Rescue Creek Trailhead the morning of June 8'™h and that
rangers had put a "boot” on it so that Murphy could not drive away without contacting the rangers first for
assistance.mtated that Joseph Murphy had a direct flight from Bozeman Montana to Chicago, IL
not much latey that day Bround noon.mad informed Phil Basak that loseph “leff” Murphy was
attempting to locate the Forrest Fenn treasure aadhhe believed that the treasure would either be easily viewed
or located at Turkey Penn Peak. She believed that he was going to “top out” Turkey Penn Peak, | was informed
that and Jeff Murphy had come to Yellowstone for a treasure hunting trip on Memorial Day weekend,

May and 29th. | was infarmed that they were planning to stay at the campsite 1A2 and believed that the
treasure was located somewhere near this campsite. IC informed me that Tim Townsend was assigned to assist
with investigations and that he was given the backcountry permit holders for the Rescue Creek Trail as well as
those slotted to stay at campsite 1A2 around the current time period.

INVESTIGATION:

After being assigned investigations, | met with ASAC Les Seago and asked him to see if he could “ping” Jeff
Murphy’s cell phone to try to determine its location. | also asked him to run a TLO report. Not much later, |
received word from Beth Dreyer in the Yellowstone NP Communications Center that there was no “ping”
available for Murphy’s phone as it was “turned off”. | also received a “clear” report from ASAC Seago for
Murphy's TLO. ASAC Seago also sent me an email link to leff Murphy’s facebook page. | took a quick look at

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Rescue Creek Trailhead. While looking through the contents in the rental car, we noticed a backpack sitting on
the front passenger seat. There were also clothes, a pair of shoes and food in the very back of the vehicle,
including a six pack of orange Gatorade with 2 bottles missing. While looking through the backpack on the front
seat, we discovered an Apple MacBook Pro and various papers including one that seemed to have hand-written
notations of Yellowstone locations and their elevations.

On the front seat was also a receipt for entrance into the park. It showed that Murphy paid with 540 cash at

Ranger Tim Townsend secured the laptop and we departed the vehicle.

After attending the briefing that took place with the search teams, | contacted Tom Taylor of Yellowstone's
computer support services to try to look at the content on Mr. Murphy's laptop. | was informed by Tom that |
needed a password in order to view the contents of the laptop. | contacted Mr. Miller of International
Housewares Association and colleague of Jeff Murphy's. Mr. Miller gave me what he believed to be the
“universal” password for the laptop of Mr. Murphy. He said that he personally set up Mr. Murphy's laptop. He
also gave me permission to look at the contents of the laptop in order to assist determining where Mr. Murphy
may be hiking or exploring in the park. After talking with Mr. Miller, | received consent fron o
look at Jeff's work laptop as well. {See supplemental for Mr. Miller's interview} !

After receiving the password, we were able to open the contents of Mr. Murphy’s work laptop. Tom Taylor took
photographs of the screens and links that were open or recently viewed. There were quite a few online websites
open about the Forest Fenn treasure hunt. One particular open website article, referenced the Rescue Creek
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Trail. Murphy also had open screens of “Thrill of the Chase” (Forest Fenn blog site) as well as Chasecat.com.
Murphy had done recent google searches of “Rescue Creek Trail and Rescue Creek Trail and Lava Creek hike
734." Murphy also had an open word doc that he recently accessed and modified on June 4, 2017 with notes
and ideas he had about the Forest Fenn treasure hunt.

Soon after accessing Murphy’s laptop, | went to report my findings to IC and was informed that they possibly
located his body. | traveled down to the Mammoth helipad with Tim Townsend and stood by with the
ambulance for the flight crew to deliver Murphy's body via helicopter. We placed the body in the ambulance
and transported it to the Mammoth ambulance bay. Because of pending inclement weather, it was not a
possibility for me to travel to the site where the body was sited and recovered. Collette Daigle-Berg was on
scene as a part of a dog search team and it was reported to me that she photographed the location where Mr.
Murphy’s body was finally located.

At the ambulance bay, we met Ranger Matthew Chuvarsky, who said he would be taking the coroner
responsibilities along with Collette Daigle-Berg. We opened the bag and | photographed the body and Murphy's
belongings (from his backpack as well as on his person) with Chuvarsky’s government issued camera. | was
informed by Chuvarsky that the only item missing from Murphy was his wallet and that Daigle-Berg had
retrieved that when she assisted with recovering the body.

When | saw Collette Daigle-Berg, | informed her that | needed Murphy's wallet in order to put in with the rest of
his belongings. She stated that was a coroner duty and did not give me the wallet. Later that evening, Tim
Townsend gathered all of Murphy’s belongings including the wallet from Daigle-Berg, items from the rental car
collected by Ranger John Ferguson and items recovered from Murphy’s body and backpack and typed up DI1-05
(government property forms) . Daigle-Berg was to pick up all the items and property sheets that night at the
Mammoth Pagoda in order to give them back to the family.

We met with the family when they arrived in the park: IC Phil Basak, Operations Joe Bueter, myself and all of the
family liasons. Ms. Daigle-Berg showed up about an hour later and informed them of how she perceived Mr.
Murphy died: cervical spine fracture.

| attended the after action review with all of the other involved management team and superintendent.

Around a week later on June 16th , | contacted Gardiner Market to ask if they had security camera video footage

of Mr. Murphy coming into the store on lune 70 morning. | contacted Gardiner Market because we found a
Gardiner Market grocery bag in Mr. Murphy’s backpack upon retrieval. There were also orange Gatorade
bottles, water bottles and nuts that appeared to have been recently purchased (possibly items purchased at
Gardiner Market) in both Murphy's rental car and backpack. After speaking with Market owner, Rebecca
Demaree, she stated she was able to locate security camera footage of Joseph Murphy entering the Gardiner
Market on June 7" morning.

| reviewed the security footage with her, where | saw Mr. Murphy enter the Gardiner Market, buy a few items,
speak briefly with the checker, pay with cash and exit the Market to his rental vehicle. When he sat down in his
rental vehicle, he made a phone call (around same timemaid he called to tell her he was going to
start his hike soon) and then he drove out of the parkinglat, hea south on Hwy 89 towards the park
entrance, Mr. Murphy appeared to be alone in all of the security camera footage: while in the store as well as
when occupying the rental vehicle.

CONCLUSION:

Joseph Jeff Murphy entered Yellowstone National Park on 07/07/17 morning with the intention to hike Turkey
Penn Peak in order to locate the Forest Fenn treasure. His body was located on 07/09/17 and retrieved at the
bottom of a hill in the Turkey Penn Peak area. | i h was caused by a large fall and
coroner stated she believed cause of death was in conjunction with the fall. It
appeared as if he was traveling alone the entire time. All items located on Mr. Murphy at time of body recovery
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indicate he was looking for treasure and appeared that he did not have intentions of suicide.

Phone Interview with Derek Miller of International Housewares Association on 06/09/17

I contacted Derek Miller of International Housewares Association on June 9" while conducting investigations on
the Murphy SAR. Mr. Miller was a co-worker of Jeff Murphy. His personal phone number had been given to me
by ut | had reached him at his office number after calling the phone numbers listed on Murphy's
business cards that | located in Murphy's rental car. Mr. Miller stated that he had worked in an official capacity
with Murphy since February 1, 2017. My main intention of contacting Mr. Miller was to ask if there was any way
he would be able to give me access to Murphy's work laptop that we had seized from Murphy’s rental vehicle a
day earlier. When | contacted Mr. Miller, he was able to give me the passcode to Murphy's laptop which was
successful in allowing us to gain access to view Murphy's recent search and user history on the laptop.

| asked Mr. Miller a few questions about Murphy and he was willing to talk with me.

Mr. Miller stated that he had lunch with Murphy on Tuesday, the 6 with other friends/co-workers and Murphy
did not mention the trip to Yellowstone. He and another colleague noticed that Murphy was wearing his
medical ID bracelet that all the company employees wear when they were traveling. They thought it was odd
that he was wearing the ID bracelet as most employees wore it only when they were traveling internationally.
He said that now he knows that he was wearing it because he was flying later that day to Montana.

Mr. Miller stated that Murphy texted someone at the office on Wednesday, June 7t stating that he was “ill" and
would not be able to come into work. Mr. Miller said that it was an anomaly that Murphy would lie and skip
coming into work, He also said it was very odd that Murphy would travel to Yellowstone that week because
Murphy's assistant was already leaving to Mexico City on Friday for a work related trip and that Murphy was to

join her on Saturday, the 10" He said that Murphy knew that he had a lot of prep work to do prior to the
Mexico City trip coming later that week.

Mr. Miller stated that he knew that Murphy was into “geo-caching” and that he knew he was searching for
something. He said that he knew that Murphy had been searching for a treasure for many years. He knew he
got close on Memorial Day (when Murphy was out here in Yellowstone with his wif#ﬂe also knew that
he kept this information very private and only shared that he had this hobby with cl iends and a few family
members.

Miller said that he did not know of any financial issues for Murphy. He did know that Murphy was laid off of his

previous job in July of 2016 and started working as a consultant for the company on October 1%, Miller said that
Murphy did not appear depressed nor have any signs of suicide. He said that he did seem a bit obsessive
compulsive with his hobby of searching for the missing treasure. He stated that Murphy was not in the best
shape and that he would often be “out of breath” just walking around the office.

She said he often purchased his
shoes abroad or on Amazon Prime, but that the shoes she thought he had brought
along to hike in were still in his closet at home.

She said that they both had just returned from a treasure-hunting hike to campsite
1A2 around Memorial Day weekend. They had driven to and from Yellowstone

National Park for that trip from May 25-May 29th, 2017.

She said that Jeff often takes a small shovel along in case he needs to scrape the dirt
in order to assist with locating the hidden treasure. She informed me that the
treasure is not buried, but is supposed to be on the surface of the ground, but
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probably hidden from view. He always walks with a “hiking stick” (found out later
this meant trekking pole) in his right hand and always carries bear spray.

Maid that Jeff is very friendly on the trail; he will talk with others he meets and
t them with a “hi.” She says he very rarely goes off trails and if he does, it is not
further than 50 feet or so. She said this is because he has been hunting for the
treasure with his kids in the past and knows this is the safest thing to do. She said
he is good with directions and he will be looking for something that may be a “clue”
as to where the treasure may be; markers, stones, etc.

I, Sarah Bouska, US Park Ranger at Yellowstone National Park, was assigned as lead investigator for an overdue hiker the
morning of June 8™, 2017. During interviews of friends and family and through reviewing emails and texts from the missing
hiker, Joseph “Jeff” Murphy, it was determined that he was searching for the Forrest Fenn treasure in the Turkey Penn Peak
area of Yellowstone National Park. Jeff Murphy’s body was located by spotters in a helicopter the afternoon of June 9%,
two days after he started out on his solo hike.

INITIAL:

Around 11:00am on June 8%, 2017, Ranger Phil Basak called me and asked if | would like to lead Investigations on a Search
and Rescue incident involving an overdue hiker. | agreed. Ranger Basak informed me that he was Incident Commander and
| would be working directly under him.

When | arrived at the ICP, | was informed that_vife of Joseph Jeff Murphy, called Yellowstone's dispatch
center the evening of June 7™ stating that her husband had not returned from his solo hike to Turkey Penn Peak. He flew
into Bozeman airport on the evening of the 6™, rented a Hertz rental car and stayed at the Quality Inn in Belgrade.

Mr. Miller stated that he had worked in an official capacity with Murphy since February 1,
2017. My main intention of contacting Mr. Miller was to ask if there was any way he would be able to give me access to
Murphy’s work laptop that we had seized from Murphy’s rental vehicle a day earlier. When | contacted Mr. Miller, he was
able to give me the passcode to Murphy’s laptop which was successful in allowing us to gain access to view Murphy’s recent
search and user history on the laptop.

| contacted Derek Miller of International Housewares Association on June 9™ while conducting investigations 0! ili
rds that

| asked Mr. Miller a few questions about Murphy and he was willing to talk with me.

Mr. Miller stated that he had lunch with Murphy on Tuesday, the 6 with other friends/co-workers and Murphy did not
mention the trip to Yellowstone. He and another colleague noticed that Murphy was wearing his medical ID bracelet that
all the company employees wear when they were traveling. They thought it was odd that he was wearing the ID bracelet as
most employees wore it only when they were traveling internationally. He said that now he knows that he was wearing it
because he was flying later that day to Montana.

Mr. Miller stated that Murphy texted someone at the office on Wednesday, June 71" stating that he was “ill” and would not
be able to come into work. Mr. Miller said that it was an anomaly that Murphy would lie and skip coming into work. He
also said it was very odd that Murphy would travel to Yellowstone that week because Murphy's assistant was already
leaving to Mexico City on Friday for a work related trip and that Murphy was to join her on Saturday, the 10, He said that
Murphy knew that he had a lot of prep work to do prior to the Mexico City trip coming later that week.

Mr. Miller stated that he knew that Murphy was into “geo-caching” and that he knew he was searching for something. He
said that he knew that Murphy had been searching for a treasure for many years. He knew he got close on Memorial Day
(when Murphy was out here in Yellowstone with his wife#. He also knew that he kept this information very private
and only shared that he had this hobby with close friend a few family members.

Miller said that he did not know of any financial issues for Murphy. He did know that Murphy was laid off of his previous
job in July of 2016 and started working as a consultant for the company on October 1%t. Miller said that Murphy did not
appear depressed nor have any signs of suicide. He said that he did seem a bit obsessive compulsive with his hobby of
searching for the missing treasure. He stated that Murphy was not in the best shape and that he would often be “out of

breath” just walking around the office.

video footage of Mr. Murphy coming into the store on June 78 morning. | contacted Gardiner Market
because we found a Gardiner Market grocery bag in Mr. Murphy’s backpack upon retrieval. There
were also orange Gatorade bottles, water bottles and nuts that appeared to have been recently
purchased (possibly items purchased at Gardiner Market) in both Murphy’s rental car and backpack.
After speaking with Market owner, Rebecca Demaree, she stated she was able to locate security

camera footage of Joseph Murphy entering the Gardiner Market on June 7 morning.
| reviewed the security footage from June 7 morning with her, where | saw Mr. Murphy enter the
Gardiner Market, buy a six pack of Orange Gatorade, a couple bananas and some water bottles, speak
briefly with the checker, pay with cash and exit the Market to his rental vehicle. When he sat down in
his rental vehicle, he made a phone call (around same time-aid he called to tell her he
was going to start his hike soon). He then drove out of the parking lot, heading south on Hwy 89
towards the park entrance. Mr. Murphy appeared to be alone in all of the security camera footage:
while in the store as well as when occupying the rental vehicle.

Ms. Demaree stated that she was standing underneath the security camera as Mr. Murphy was
checking out at the register. She said he smiled and appeared to be in a “good mood”. She said he
spoke cordially with the checker and seemed like a happy person.

Summary of incideni:

On 06/07/17 at approximately 0830 hours Joseph “Jefi” Murphy began a hike up the Rescue Creek
Trail with the intent of exploring the Turkey Pen Peak area of Yellowstone National Park. He did not
return from the hike and a search was initiated by the National Park Service on 6/08/17. Mr.
Murphy's body was seen from a search helicopter at approximately 1031 hours on 6/08/17. The
body was focated at the bottom of a talus slope at the southwest base of Turkey Pen.Peak.
Investigation revealed that Mr. Murphy had fallen from over five hundred feet upslope. Following the
initial coroner's investigation, Mr. Murphy’s body was taken by wheeled litter and then helicopter to
the Mammoth Area.

Mr. Murphy’s “Manner of Death” was recorded as “Accidental” His “Cause of Death” was recorded
as “Blunt Force Trauma of the Head and Neck due to an approximate five hundred foot fall down a
steep slope”. Mr. Murphy’s death certificate, #201734-004722, was recorded and filed by Montana
Vital Records on 6/13/17.

hat her husband, Joseph “Jeff” Murphy, had not returned from a day
ke the previous day. dvised that her husband had intended to hike into the Turkey
Pen area of Yellowstone Park starting at 0800 on 8!07/17.ﬁdvised that “Jeff’ Murphy
intended to park at the Rescue Creek Trailhead, hike approximately four miles, and then return by
2000 hours.

Emergency personnel were dispatched to the incident. Yellowstone Acting Emergency Medical
Services Coordinator, Phil Basak, assumed the role of Incident Commander. Law Enforcement
Office Ranger,Sara Bouska, and Mammoth District Ranger, Timothy Townsend, were assigned
Investigations.

Search efforts on 6/8/17 were inconclusive. On 6/09/17 a total of five dog teams, eight hiking teams,
four horse teams and the Yellowstone’s contract helicopter were fielded in the search for Mr. Murphy.

At approximately 1031 hours on 6/09/17 Dan Turck, flying as spotter in Helicopter N173BH, saw
what he thought was possibly Murphy, at the base of a talus slope. Dog Team 1 (flanker Dylan
Schneider, myseif and canine “Chapter”) was approximately 500 feet away. We descended the talus
slope and located the body of Joseph “Jeff” Murphy. Murphy was prefiminarily identified by an ID
bracelet on his right wrist. | confirmed/pronounced that Murphy was deceased at 1040 hours. (See
Yellowstone’'s SAR Reporl Summary.)

Mr. Murphy's fully-clothed body was in a reclined position on the slight slope at the base of the talus.
His body was wedged in medium-sized talus boulders. An approximately five inch diameter, five foot
long, dead log lay to the left side of his body. A slightly smaller dead log sat atop the first log at an
approximately ninety-degree angle.

Mr. Murphy’s head was uphill, face out. His chin was tucked to his chest and his head was angled to
the right. His eyeglasses were on his face but slightly askew. His daypack was covering the top of
his head. Both of his arms were through the arm straps. The waist strap was not fastened.

His left leg was bent at the knee. His right ieg was straight on the ground. His right arm was palm
down and extended approximately 10 inches to the side of his body. A trekking pole was under his
right hand with the pointed end downslope. A brown ball cap was on the ground between the
trekking pole and his right leg.

Mr. Murphy's feft arm was extended, palm down and angled at about 45 degrees over his torso. His
left hand grasped the upper one third of a can of bear spray. The bear spray was about three-
quarters of the way out of the halster which was attached to his belt. The bear gpray can was
punctured in several places and completely empty. The trigger guard of the can of bear spray was in
place over the trigger. The zip tie attaching the trigger guard to the can was still in place.

Mr. Murphy was wearing a long-sleeved blue tee-shirt; brown long-legged cargo pants; a blue and
green webbing type belt; brown, high-topped Merrill hiking beots (both tied completely to the top);
gray, crew-length hiking socks and blue men’s briefs. The back of the cargo pants were ripped and
torn. The cargo pants and blue shirt had what appeared fto be bear gpray on their fronts.

Following documentation of Mr. Murphy’s final resting point, his body was loaded into a wheeled litter
and transported to the helispot at the western base of Turkey Pen Peak. Fire Cache employee,
Nicholas Plovanic, accompanied the body 1o the helispot. The body was flown by Helicopter
N173BH to the Mammoth Helibase arriving at 1255 hours. Deputy Coroner Matthew Chuvarsky
received the body and accompanied it by ambulance to the Mammoth ambuiance bay.

Mr. Murphy’s body was located at the base of a talus slope at the southwestern base of Turkey Pen
Peak. GPS coordinates of the body's location are: N 45.00948 degrees, W 110.64114 degrees.

Starting at the location of Murphy's final resting point, Flanker Dylan Schneider, Bog Handler Ladean
McKittrick and | documented a path of physical disturbance upslope approximately 520-550 feet. |
documented the disturbance delineating the fall line on my Garmin GPS. A stick of chapstick and a
water bottle were found in the fall line approximately twenty and fifty feet above the body
respectively. Dried branches and rocks with fresh scuff marks identified the fall line along the talus
slope above the body. The talus slope extended approximately 300 feet upslope of the body.

Grass and short vegetation extended above the talus slope. The grass and vegetation was recently
disturbed and flattened in this section. Dried branches with fresh scuff marks were aiso noted in this
section of the fall line.

Above the grass and vegetation the slope steepened further and bifurcated into two separate dirt
and rock chuies. Recent disturbance was observed in the wesiern-most chute. Near the {op and
center of the chute lay a brown wallet. The wallet was photographed and collected. 1t contained

identification belonging to Joseph Jeff Murphy.

Projections of the fall line using the GPS waypoints and frack recorded indicate a total fall distance of
between 520 and 550 feet. The slope angle was measured in two different locations and was
between 45 and 55 degrees.

Slope percent was calculated using the GPS frack projection figures of 523 foot distance (horizontal
distance—HD) and ascent distance of 372 feet (vertical distance—VD). Slope percent equals; (VDY
HD) x 100 or (327°/523") x 100. Slope percent equals 71%.

In documenting the slide path of the deceased it appeared that he stepped or hopped into the chute
from the less steep slope above. It appeared that he landed on his buttocks and that his wallet came
out of his pocket at this time. The ripped rear seat of his pants, the abrasions to his buttocks and the
flattened grass section above the talus slope suggest that he slid on his buttocks through the grassy

section. At some point, possibly the transition between the grassy section and the talus slope, he

Toxicology:

Deputy Coroner Chuvarsky took initial toxicology samples on 6/09/17 starting at approximately 1830
hours. These included Z cc of right, femoral blood, 45 cc of urine from the deceased’s bladder and .6
cc of vitreous fluid from the deceased’s eyes. Altempts at withdrawing additional femoral blood
were challenging. At my request, Franzen-Davis Funeral Director Colin Zehman performed a cut-
down of the victim’s right upper thigh on 6/10/17 in order to expose the femoral artery. The artery
proved to be nearly devoid of blood. Approximately .3 cc of femoral blood and 1 ce of additional
vitreous fluid were obtained and submitted for anaiysis.

The samples were packaged and sent to AXIS Forensic Toxicoloy Laboratory in Indianapolis, lliinois
for analysis. The samples were sent via FedEx from the Yellowstone Supply Center on 6/13/17.

Disposition of Body:

At approximately 1845 hours on 6/9/17 | released Mr. Murphy's body to Colin Zehman of Franzen-
Davis Funeral Home for transport to the funeral home in Livingston. At approximately 1545 hours on
6/10/17 | signed the Montana Cremation Authorization form for Mr. Murphy's body. It was the
request of his wife hat his remains be cremated. Franzen-Davis Funeral Home director
advised that he piafined to cremate Mr. Murphy's remains later that evening.

Disposition of Property:

Mr. Murphy's waliet was collected by me at the scene of the accident and inventoried by Ranger Tim
Townsend. Mr. Murphy's daypack and contents and his personal effects found on his body at the
accident scene were transferred with his body {o the Mammoth Ambulance Bay. They were
inventoried by Rangers Townsend and Bouska.
