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The Next “Niobrara Meanderings” Features Fossils and Fur Trade.





Harrison, NE:  On Sunday, June 14th, Park Ranger Fred MacVaugh from Fort Union Trading Post National Historic Site will give a talk “Fossils and the Fur Trade” in the theater at Agate Fossil Beds National Monument.





Summer Interp Ranger Fred MacVaugh has returned to Agate Fossil Beds after working the winter season at Fort Union Trading Post National Historic Site in North Dakota.  While there MacVaugh learned more about the fur trade and will talk about the connection between fur trade history and the origins of the nation’s parks. In fact, as you’ll hear, fur traders travelling through the future Agate Fossil Beds National Monument to and from Fort Laramie and other fur trade posts contributed not only to discovering the region’s natural history but also to changing the way people thought about the High Plains as a Great American Desert.  





Agate Fossil Beds National Monument is located just 22 miles south of Harrison, or 34 miles north of Mitchell, Nebraska, on State Highway 29, then east on River Road for three miles to the visitor center. The visitor center is open from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The park’s two trails are open from dawn to dusk. Admission is free.
