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This “Wanna See Cool Stuff?” Features Contents of Harold Cook’s Desk





Harrison, NE:  On Friday, July 24 from 10 a.m. until 2 p.m., Museum Curator Maryann Neubert and Museum Technician Chris Mather will continue their “Wanna See Cool Stuff?” series.  They will be taking the items that were in Harold Cook’s desk drawers and showing them to visitors.  These are items not normally seen by visitors to Agate Fossil Beds National Monument.  Neubert will also demonstrate the art of spinning yarn.





Maryann Neubert is the museum curator at Fort Laramie National Historic Site and shares her time with Agate Fossil Beds National Monument.  That time in the Agate Fossil Beds archives has led to this series of programs designed to allow visitors a peek at many items not on display in the Cook Gallery. In addition to curation she has been spinning yarn for many years since working in the Great Smoky Mountains.





What’s in your desk and how does that differ from a man who ranched, hunted fossils and had a desire to preserve his piece of history for the American public?  These items may bring back memories of simpler times and reveal the kind of man Harold Cook was.





Agate Fossil Beds National Monument is located just 22 miles south of Harrison, or 34 miles north of Mitchell, Nebraska, on State Highway 29, then east on River Road for three miles to the visitor center. The visitor center is open from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The park’s two trails are open from dawn to dusk. Admission is free.
