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This “Wanna See Cool Stuff?” Features Letters and Coins





Harrison, NE:  On Friday, July 17 from 10 a.m. until 2 p.m., Museum Curator Maryann Nuebert and Museum Technician Chris Mather will continue their “Wanna See Cool Stuff?” series.  They will be taking historic letters from the James Cook archives as well as Cook’s coin collection and showing them to visitors.  These are items not normally seen by visitors to Agate Fossil Beds National Monument.  Nuebert will also demonstrate the art of spinning.





Maryann Nuebert is the museum curator at Fort Laramie National Historic Site and shares her time with Agate Fossil Beds National Monument.  That time in the Agate Fossil Beds archives has led to this series of programs designed to allow visitors a peek at many items not on display in the Cook Gallery. In addition to curation she has been spinning for many years since working in the Great Smokey Mountains.





James Cook wrote many letters to many different people.  He kept a copy of the original and the return letters that he received so you can follow his fascinations in print.  He also collected coins over the years and acquired several unique coins.





Agate Fossil Beds National Monument is located just 22 miles south of Harrison, or 34 miles north of Mitchell, Nebraska, on State Highway 29, then east on River Road for three miles to the visitor center. The visitor center is open from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The park’s two trails are open from dawn to dusk. Admission is free.
