Educational Fee Waiver Application Guidelines

Fee waiver qualification criteria:

The following National Park Service criteria determine qualification for an educational fee waiver. In order to qualify for a waiver, a group must meet all of the criteria listed below.

Please read carefully.

•Criteria One: Eligibility – Groups must be from institutions with educational status recognized by a federal, state, or local government entity.   Groups attesting to educational status may also hold an accreditation letter or an educational tax exemption.  If educational status is not obvious, please include appropriate documentation supporting educational claim.
•Criteria Two: Relevance -There must be a direct relationship between the purpose of the visit

and use of the park. Provide documentation demonstrating why the visit is educational and

specific to Bandelier National Monument. Materials such as a course outline, lesson plan, or a copy of the course curriculum meets this requirement. To simply state the trip objectives are for “educational purposes” is insufficient. You must provide an explanation of the educational purpose and its relation to park resources.

•Criteria Three: Educational Purpose - Applicants must provide a written statement confirming

the visit supports a specific curriculum for which academic credit is offered. Documentation

such as a course syllabus, or copy of the school’s course catalog or handbook, will satisfy this

requirement.

•All Fee Waiver Applications must be received in the Fee Management Office at least 2 weeks in advance of the anticipated visit.

•Applications that are incomplete may be denied.

•Groups must have a copy of the confirmation letter/fee waiver approval to hand-in at the Bandelier entrance station; otherwise, appropriate entrance fees will be charged.

•Groups arriving without an approved fee waiver will be charged the appropriate entrance fee.

•Refunds will not be granted.

NOTE: Entrance station personnel are not authorized to approve fee waivers at the entrance station.

Additional Information:

If your anticipated visit is recreational in nature, you will enter as an “organized non-commercial group”, and the following will be in effect:

•Organizations that are generally considered service, civic, or fraternal, such as Scouting, Rotary, or Elks, do NOT qualify for an education fee waiver, unless they meet the criteria listed above.

•Individuals 15 years of age and younger are exempt from entrance fees.

•All other individuals 16 years of age and older will be charged the $6.00 per person entrance fee. Federal Recreational Pass holders and their immediate family (parents, spouse, and children) are covered under the pass, and do not have to pay the per person entrance fee.

Fee waivers do not include camping fees.

•Reservations are required for the Ponderosa Group Campground.  Reservations can be made by calling (505)672-3861 x534 or emailing Band_Group_Reservations@nps.gov.
•Individual campsites are available at Juniper Campground on a first come first serve basis; limit of 10 people per site.
