All programs meet at the Visitor Center.  Please arrive about 10 minutes early and be ready to go on the hour.  Bring water, sunscreen and a hat, as most programs will end up on the beach.  There are no age restrictions for any of the programs and we encourage parent, grandparent or other adult participation.  Upon completion of the program, we will collect a bag of trash and be sworn in as a Junior Ranger.  You will be issued either a badge or a patch.  If you cannot participate in one of our programs, you can also become a Junior Ranger by picking up a booklet at the Visitor Center from 9:00 to 5:00 seven days a week.

“THE ANIMALS OF CANAVERAL NATIONAL SEASHORE”  Learn about some of the iconic animals of the park, many of which are endangered or threatened.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
Friday 1st, 15th and 29th - 11:00 AM

 “DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY”  Learn about the park through the prism of a viewfinder.  Use your own camera, smartphone, tablet, or you may borrow one of ours.  Meet at the Visitor Center  (1 hour)
Wednesday 6th and 20th – 10:00 AM

“WILD ABOUT CANAVERAL”  Learn about some of the unique abilities of the park’s animals by participating in our Canaveral Summer Olympics.  Meet at the Visitor Center  (1 hour)
Wednesday 6th and 20th – 11:00 AM

“BEACH ARTS AND CRAFTS”  We will do several beach arts and crafts for you to take home.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
Wednesday 8th, 22nd and 29th – 11:00 AM
“BEACH WALK”  Hunt for natural treasures.  We’ll walk the beach for fun and exercise for about 1 mile.  Bring sunscreen, hats and water.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour) 
Wednesday 13th and 27th - 10:00 AM
“BE A TURTLER”  We will first learn all about the sea turtles that nest at Canaveral National Seashore and then we will learn what the rangers do to help protect these endangered or threatened animals.  Finally, we will discuss ways that you can help. Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
“BODY BOARD WITH A RANGER”  After learning basic beach safety, we will try to catch a few waves.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
