WEDNESDAY 2ND, 9TH, 16TH AND 30TH -- 10:00 AM - “CANOE MOSQUITO LAGOON”  Reservations will be accepted a week before the canoe date.  Join a guide as you explore this rich and diverse estuary up close.  Some experience is preferred.  You must be at least 8 years old and able to paddle.  You must wear covered shoes (no sandals or flip-flops).  Bring water, sunscreen and a hat.  Dress to get wet.  Individuals with their own kayaks or canoes are welcome to join in.  Call (386) 428-3384 ext. 0 to reserve your spot.  Meet at the Visitors Information Center at 9:45 a.m.  We will leave promptly at 10:00 a.m.  (2 hours)

SATURDAY 12TH AND 26TH– 10:00 AM - “ESTUARIES: SEEING THE UNSEEN” Explore the unseen world of microscopic plankton from Mosquito Lagoon. Learn about the importance of Estuaries and the role of plankton within the Estuary. Capture plankton samples with a plankton net, and view them through a microscope inside the Visitor Center. Meet at the Visitor Center at 10:00 a.m.  (2  hours)
