A Reality

75 years ago, recreation was just a 
novel idea on Catoctin Mountain. 
The mountain was barren from 
generations of industry and 
farming. As the Great Depression 
hit, the local community decided 
to try recreation and preservation 
instead of exploitation. Their 
ideas met the ideals of New Deal programs such as the 
Recreational Demonstration Areas.

The Works Progress Administration and the Civilian 
Conservation Corps rebuilt this mountain as a place of 
recreation. Most Recreational Demonstration Areas were 
turned over to the states, as in the case of Cunningham 
Falls State Park. Catoctin Mountain Park remains in the 

NPS as a reminder of the power 
of public service in recreation.
