Document 3: 
[image: ]The Timucua, Guale, and Apalache made up the largest group of laborers to construct Castillo de San Marcos. Franciscan Friar Alonso del Moral accused Spanish authorities of forcing Native Americans to work “without paying them that which is just for such intolerable work.” They were forced to work in the coquina quarry and collect oyster shells which led to painful cuts that often became infected.
