*  BREAKFAST:  On your own
*  LUNCH:  Please BRING a bag lunch.
*  DINNER:  At your own expense - Limited food services will be available in Fire Island Pines and 		
    Cherry Grove.

Transportation:

*  The Summer Twilight Trek will leave from the Wilderness Visitor Center on Friday June 29 at 
    11:00 a.m.  Parking is NOT available after sundown so you must be dropped off.  You are 
    responsible for purchasing your own ferry ticket ($10 approximate) for the ferry ride from Cherry 
    Grove back to Sayville.  Additionally, transportation arrangements must be made to be picked up 
    later that night at the Sayville Ferry Terminal.  Transportation is not offered.

*  If at anytime you either cannot participate the entire day or the hike is just too much for you,   	   
    there are ferry services from the island at Watch Hill and Davis Park to Patchogue, or Fire Island   	    
    Pines to Sayville.  Each ferry is operated as a concession at an additional $10 (approximate) cost for 	      
    the ride.  There is a ferry at Cherry Grove, the final stop of the Twilight Trek, to Sayville.
