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A Message from the Superintendent:

Summer: time for trips to the beach, lazy afternoons, walks in the woods, visits with friends,
picnics, boating, or taking in an historic site or museum. Fire Island National Seashore is a
great place for any of these activities. This is our busiest season and we welcome all our visitors
to enjoy the wonders of Fire Island and its Great South Beach, the Great South Bay, and the
magnificent William Floyd Estate in the Village of Mastic Beach on Long Island.

Fire Island National Seashore is one of three national parks on Long Island (the other two are
Gateway National Recreation Area in Brooklyn/Queens and Sagamore Hill National Historic
Site in Oyster Bay). Fire Island is a special place set aside for the protection and enjoyment of
its beaches, dunes, marshes and wetlands, the Fire Island Lighthouse, and on Long Island the
historic William Floyd Estate.

Two highlights of this summer are worth noting. The first is our annual art show sponsored
by the Friends of Fire Island National Seashore.

The second highlight will be the opening of the new Fresnel Lens Building at the Fire Island
Light Station. After almost 70 years, the historic first order Fresnel lens that once shone

from the top of the Fire Island Light is returning to Fire Island. The Fire Island Lighthouse
Preservation Society is completing a new building on the site of the historic power generating
station to display the lens. Having been in storage for a number of years, the lens will be
restored prior to being installed in the new building. The Preservation Society is scheduling
a grand opening celebration for late July. After that time the new building will be open to the
public.

In addition to these two events the National Seashore has scheduled programs and activities for
the entire summer which are outlined in this program schedule. So, whether you are attending
aranger-led program, hiking, or just relaxing in a boat or on the beach, enjoy your visit and
please return often to experience the many wonders that are Fire Island National Seashore.
