• Orient park visitors to events and programs  
• Answer visitor questions  
• Wear period correct 18th Century clothing 
• Learn and present information on 18th Century cannoneers.   
• Volunteers actively and on regular scheduled basis. Suggested increments include: 1-2 weekends 

a month, 2-4 special event weekends, or combination of the two.
