Provide 
demonstrations about music or weaponry during the American Revolution, talks about soldier’s life, 
and answer questions about daily life at the fort. Teach people to march or even sew! Have fun while 
providing service.  
 
Duties:  
        • Greet park visitors  

• Orient and inform park visitors about Fort Stanwix  
• Orient park visitors to events and programs  
• Answer visitor questions  
• Wear period correct 18th Century clothing 
• Provide demonstrations for the visiting public about period topics (such as: soldier’s life, military 

music, blank musket and cannon firings, and others!) 
• Volunteers actively and on regular/scheduled basis. Suggested increments include: 1 day a week or 24 

hours a month, 1-2 weekends a month, 2-4 special event weekends, or combination of the three.

        • Informal Interpretation/Foundations of Interpretation  
        • Living History Volunteer Orientation to Fort Stanwix National Monument   
        • Orientation to 1770’s Clothing and Accoutrements for Men, Women, and Children 
        • How to be an 18th Century Drummer/Fifer 

• Historic Weapons Safety w/ annual refresher
