How to record and retrieve thorough information for metadata from GPS field work.

In order to produce a thoroughly documented data set, please record the following information, where applicable, when collecting new GPS coordinates.  Some items are be automatically recorded by the GPS data logger but need to be identified for export during data transfer.  Some items need to be recorded manually via the data dictionary or hand written notes and transferred to the metadata creator.

17. Name and Version of software used for corrections

18. What editing was performed on the raw data to create the final theme or layer?
