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Great Basin National Park Superintendent Announces Selection of 2011 Darwin Lambert Artist-in-Residence

Great Basin National Park Superintendent Andy Ferguson announced that the park has selected Joe Norman, sculptor/craftsman as the 2011 Darwin Lambert Artist-in-Residence.

Based in Salt Lake City, Joe Norman works mainly on sculpting recyclable and discarded materials, turning them into functional furniture and art. Joe graduated with a degree in Product Design. He has worked with several design consulting firms for on projects ranging from children’s toys to fast food to sport utility vehicles to cleaning products.  He has taught art and science at the middle and high school levels.  He has been focusing on handmade and site-specific furniture and sculpture, which builds environments that support and promote communities.  Many of his designs are direct results of working with schools, families, and businesses to develop places that encourage people to work and live together in positive ways.  

Mr. Norman will present a public program about his work during his residency. The date, time and location will be announced at a later date.

The Darwin Lambert Artist/Writer-in-Residence Program offers artists and writers the opportunity to live and work in Great Basin National Park. Two to four week residencies are scheduled annually for September and October.
 
Basic housing is provided, however, there is no other stipend. As part of the program, artists and writers are required to do one public program, describing their work and their medium in relation to the park and its natural and cultural resources. Artists and writers are also obligated to donate one original piece of their work to the park’s permanent museum collection.
