This year’s event features master jazz bassist Dr. Larry Ridley and legendary jazz pianist Larry Willis. The two men will be joined by the Howard Burns Quartet.





Bassist extraordinaire Dr. Larry Ridley has performed internationally and recorded with such great jazz musicians as Duke Ellington, Dizzy Gillespie, Thelonious Monk, Clark Terry and Horace Silver. As a pioneer of collegiate jazz education, Dr. Ridley created an undergraduate jazz program at Rutgers University and currently teaches Jazz Bass at the �HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Manhattan_School_of_Music" \o "Manhattan School of Music"�Manhattan School of Music�. Recipient of numerous awards and a member of the International Association for Jazz Education, Larry Ridley leads the Jazz Legacy Ensemble where he serves as bassist and artistic director. 





Pianist and composer Larry Willis has had an important and distinguished 40-year career in jazz. Since making his recording debut on Jackie McLean’s landmark 1965 album “Right Now!.” The New York-born Willis has played everything from free jazz to fusion to rock on more than 300 records. He has played with such jazz titans as Dizzy Gillespie, Lee Morgan, Cannonball Adderley), Art Blakey and Woody Shaw. Larry Willis' extraordinary versatility as a pianist found him playing keyboard for the group Blood, Sweat and Tears for seven years. The three time Grammy nominated performer is currently touring internationally with his Trio and Quintet.
