December was the third consecutive month with Yt few earthquakes of
Kilauea origin. The Kilauea seismographs recordedgbut 16 shakes while ths
Mauna Loa instrument recorded 43, or a more usualghumboer. Five of the
earthquakes were perceptible. Onec of these origjnated deep under Kilauea -
and four had shallow origins under various portfons of Hauna Loa. The
preponderance of M-;ugl Loa shakes together witﬁ a distinct easterly +tilt

“during the month maype taken as signs of slight uneasiness under Mauna Loa.

History and the scatfered carthquakes givo sgme indications that the next
eruption of Mauna Loa will be at the summi"?:

On July 1, 1947, I began my duties as librarian for the Hawalian Volcano
Obgervatory and the Hawall National Park, Careful consideration had been
glven the prelimipary survey report made in February by Mies Griffey, and
with this report and her recommendations in mind I began a thorough examiuna-
tion of the materials in the library, Many hours were mpent going through
the material ehelved in pamphlet boxea and in the bagement store room, Al-
thwugh the reprints end pamphlets had been classified and shelved by subjects
I soon discovered that many were out of place; duplicates were filed under
dfferent subjects, and a mumber had not bteen classified. The firgt two
weeks wore spent in sorting and arranging the materials in order to facili-
tate the classlfylng and cataloging of the library,.

4 careful check of all periodicals, government publications, serials,
and contimations was made, This necegsitated going through the materials
housed in the bagement, and the offices in ths Observatory. Current lssuse
of the periodicale and continmuations for the year, 1947, are now shelved on
a table 1n the lidrary with the back 1gsues in the basement or on the top
shelves in the staclks.

The Helegkala Section experienced a very dry month and due to constant
dry .trade winds, often reaching gale proportions, our range shows signs of -
the drought although not yet seriously so., What 1ittle rain fell, 0.37 in.,
was more from wet fogs than from actual rain. '

It was at times necessary to hegvily water grass sod stock-piled for
use in repairing the Halemauu Trail to keep the sod alive. As & conse-
qQuence our water supply has been the source of some worry but at the end
of the month the situation was somewhat relieved. Ve also lost about 5,000
gals, when one of our 10,000 gal storage tanks sprung & leak in its bottom.
This has, however, been repaired,

Fifteen large loads of excedlent grass sod ware obtained from the
approacli road just outside of the park when a crew of Territorisl road
workers graded the shoulderspf that road. This sod had been stock-piled
for use on the Halemauu Trail., The Territorial crew spent over three weeks
on the eight miles of "Bieyele Road" and succeeded in widening the shoul-
ders on some of the bad curves and have improved the shoulders a great
deal throughout its length., Perhaps a letter of appreciation to the Terr-
itorial Road Supsrintendent, A.L. Burdick with the suggestion that they
again repair the surface of this road, now badly needed, would bring fur-
ther results. '

The Haleakala laborers spent most of the month on job 502 repairing
the surface and eroded shouldars of the Haleakala Road with bitumls, .
Mach trouble was experienced with the pre-war bitumuls on hand as mmch of
it had caked and separated, necessitating straining through screen before

.- it could be pumped. The remainder of the laborers' time was spent in
" hauling the grass sod for Halemaun Trail, job #506. °

Our fire tools cache was renovated end put in order during the month
and fire hydrants and hoses tested. A pipe railing for the Observation
Station has been constructed but not yet installed. Paint for the Obs,

" Station interior is on hand and mixed. The unsightly barbed wire fence

at the checking station was removed. Five Sunday morning Sunrises were
attended with a total of 360 visitors present. A local contractor spent
cne day meking repairs to the 4160 V Army high tension power line. He
replacaed sevaeral insulators and made tie-downs in several other places,
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Fiscal year travel to this section of the park was slightly less

- then 19,000 (18,952). Use of cabin facilities within the crater was
~enjoyed by 474 persons, 97 of them this month.

Subject; Trip through Haleskala erater, June 17-21, 1947, on patrol, checkwp
of buildings and installations and working on the goat control
problen.

On this trip which covered the whole floor of”the crater I observed
vory few goats actually on the crater floor. Myfestimate of goats seen on

" the actual floor is 25. With field glasses many more could be seen in

various places along the inside crater rim. These were hjgh on the palis

" and cen descend only 1/4 to 1/3 of the way to the floor.

Most of the goats appear to enter the crater from the south side and
west end. I checked at Waikane and Meunshina sections and would not rec-

" commend just fencing these areas as a solution to the problem. To keep

goats out it would be necessary to fence the whole length of the south rim
and Kaupo Gap.

On June 17, 1947 I observed 3 goats at Waikekeehia at Paliku., These 3
were destroyed and I cut them open and identified their recent foods as
young ohelo berries and leaves, false dandelion and mixed grasses. Most of
their food had been grasses. o

On June 19, 1947 at Kaluanui, 5 goats were ssen and T killed 3 of them,
They could not be reached for feed checkup.

On June 20, 1947 at Kapalaoa, 4 goats out of a flock of 6 were killed
and I found they had been feeding on young ohelo berries and leaves, young
pilo berries and leaves, young pamakani leaves =nd mixed grassed. Most of
i1t appeared to be grasses,.

I could not take any pictures as this Section is out of film for the
Park camgra but it has been on order for some time.

Geologist Powers was occupied by: {1} Routine seismological duties, care of
instruments, study snd pasting of records; (2) Research on Kilaues pyroclastic
deposits, including several field trips and assembly of field notves from 1930-32
investigations; (3) Assumed duties of Park Weturalist the last weeck of the month
in addition 4o other functions, The Meuna Ioa seismograph tiips, however, are
being mede for the most pert by the Ranper force.

Insect and Tree Diseases

As requested by the Supevintendent, the Observatory building was checked for
gilver fish and cockroaches. None of the latter were secen but silver fish eppear
0 be quite numerous. The shelves and books were Gusted with D.D.T. One silver
fish was observed walking over the dust and within five minutes became paralyzed.
Room mehsurements were taken in preparabtion for fumigation at a later date.

Complete defoliation of acres of exotic Bermuda grass (Cynodon dactylon) in
Bird Paxk and Kipuka Xi was observed duwring the month of May. This was caused by
the Army worm (Cirphis unipuncta). No damage to native vepebation was observed.

A sickly appearance of mony Aalii plants has been noticed bestween the Chain
of Craters road and Kipuka Nene and along the Memalahoa Highway o the Kau ontrance.

It is then ticd togethar and placed for convenicnt handiing on a
strip of wovon wire fancing end four man lower it down into the pit and cover:it
with moro T1 leaves and sproad a plece of occxma over it Yo keep the ddxt off, when
the earth is shoveled in agrin. It is left there for three to four howrs and whem
uwnoovercd it is o delicious brown on tho outsida end thoroughly baked eni so ers
the potatoocs. Xour men 11f% up tho wire netting and the pig is tratsported to the
kitchen for serving. : o

In'eddition to'this principal feature of a 'lanu, there 18 nlvays a variety
of £ish, somo fried, same rmf, and of course the populax native dish Pod, which
is nads by grinding the root of Tero into a meal-llke powdar. Pol tekea the
place of breed to tho Homilens end is chout the only starchy food in thelr diet.
It 1s served in gencrous size bowls ond 4s ecten by the natives with the fingera.
This requires considerable dextarity es whan cocked it is of the consistency of
thick vhite saucs. Ko Hminiion Juan is complote without the customary desserts
nado of cocomuts which the Haraiian women oo skilled in msking, nemoly, Xulolo,
mado out of taro, coconuts and honey, vhick must bo ocodked for 12 howrs. By that
time 1t is thick and quite hard and ia cut into agquares for serving. The other
dessert, Houpie, 45 made of coconut juioce and corn starch, end is stiff enough to
be eaton out of tho hond. As a concession to tho hacles, the staff ladies baked
a gellerous array of gorgecus cakes in tho best mainlond tradition. Instead of
table cloths, the tebles ere strovm with forns and petals of mony colored flowers,
During the dlmnor the native Hsmiian orchestrn (recruited from our park laborors)
played ond four young Hewmiien girls doncod varlous forms of the hula. On the
whole 1t was quito a bust.

MEMORANIUM for the Superintendent,
SUBJECT :- Haleakala Section Monthly Report for April, 1947.

GENERAL.

Kehului, Maui, was visited by the following destroyers of Destroyer
