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Forest Hills Elementary Students Prepare 2,209 Luminary for 125th Anniversary
On May 27th more than 1,000 students at Forest Hills Elementary will take part in the annual tradition of assembling the 2,209 luminary that are lit on May 31 to memorialize the lives lost in the Johnstown Flood. The luminary, which are white paper bags filled with sand, are placed by staff and volunteers on the ruins of the South Fork dam and on the grounds of the Johnstown Flood National Memorial visitor center on the evening of May 31st. Candles will be lit in the luminary at dusk and will remain in place until 10:30 PM. This year, in addition to assembling the luminary, students in the 4th, 5th and 6th grades will also write the names of flood victims on the white bags used for the luminary.
