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Recent land exchanges between the State of Alaska and the National Park Service in support of the Gustavus hydroelectric project have resulted in several parcels of state land being transferred to federal ownership within Dyea and along the Chilkoot Trail.  By and large, the visitor will not observe significant changes to their experience in these land parcels with one exception.  The National Park Service would like to remind hunters and trappers that federally owned lands within Klondike Gold Rush National Historical Park are closed to all hunting and trapping by Title 36 of the Code of Federal Regulations part 	2.2(a)1.   Federally owned parcels exist in Dyea, the Chilkoot Trail, and White Pass.  Chilkoot Trail users are reminded that the trail crosses several private properties within the first five miles.   Recreational users seeking to hunt within the Chilkoot Trail Unit of the park are responsible for knowing the laws and ownership of the land they are using.  Maps of National Park Service owned and managed lands are available for review at park headquarters located at Second and Broadway.
