8th Annual Student Science Symposium
Call for Presenters

We invite you and your organization to be a part of the Student Science Symposium and share your interactive programs and materials that will inspire students and teachers about the environment around them.  

The symposium offers 3rd-12th grade students and teachers the opportunity to explore natural and cultural resources to learn about the environment and how scientists and natural resource managers learn about and manage our natural resources.  Keynote speakers, special presentations and concurrent sessions are selected to enhance students understanding of the essential question: “How do relationships between components of an ecosystem in a watershed affect water quality?” The symposium serves between 100 and 200 students in 3rd-12th grades.

Concurrent Presentations

Concurrent sessions are for 1-2 classes at a time (25-30 students plus chaperones) 3rd-12th grades.  Sessions are at least 1hour in length and can occur in a classroom situation, outdoors or a mixture. Examples of concurrent sessions are: water quality testing, invasive species, using GPS units, birding, crayfish and crayfish dissection, fish dissections, land use and recreation.
