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Fishing Information & Regulations
(Sierra District=Lassen, Shasta, Plumas and Tehama Counties)
License Information: CA Fishing License is required and must be visible.

Seasons:
Rivers and Streams: Last Saturday in April through November 15

Lakes: Open all year


Fishing Hours: 1 hour before sunrise until 1 hour after sunset.
Catch Limits:

5 fish per day, no more than 10 in possession (Except Manzanita Lake).
Gear:

All waters except Manzanita Lake (see below): No possessing or using as bait for fishing: live 

or dead minnows or other bait fish, amphibians, non-preserved fish eggs or fish roe. No drugs,

 poisons, explosives or electricity are permitted.

Chumming (using bait to attract fish to bait or lure) is not allowed.

Digging for bait is prohibited.
Manzanita Lake Special Regulations:
· Artificial lures with single barbless hooks only.

· Catch and release only.
· Manzanita Creek (above Manzanita Lake) permanently closed to fishing.
· Manzanita Creek and Lake nesting and wetland at the confluence of Manzanita Creek Inlet and Manzanita Lake and immediate surrounding area is closed.
Closures:

Butte Lake boat launch –closed all year.
Juniper Lake boat launch-closed all year.
Lakes with fish:
Manzanita, Butte, and Horseshoe Lakes have the best fishing.

Ridge, Terrace, Hat, Summit, Dream, Snag, Juniper, Emerald and Crystal do have small populations of fish.
Creeks with fish:
North Fork Bailey, Sulfur (below falls), North Arm Rice, Hat, Hot Springs, Kings, Summit, and 
Grassy Creeks.
Boating Information:

No watercraft allowed on Lake Helen, Hat, Emerald, Boiling Springs or Reflection Lakes.

Motorized vessels are prohibited on all park waters, including Personal Water Craft.  Engines of any 

type are not permitted upon vessels on park waters, regardless of whether they are currently in use 

for propulsion.

Each person must have a life jacket; children six and under must be wearing them.
Boats, kayaks, canoes and other water craft or vessels may be put in and taken out of  Manzanita 

Lake, Butte Lake and Juniper Lake only at the designated launch area except for approved 

administrative use.
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
