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PREFACE 

 
This document, the Finding Aid for Alice Mary Longfellow (1850-1928) Papers, 1855-1965 
(bulk dates 18 73-1928), is a third release finding aid for the Longfellow National Historic Site's 
collection of papers associated to the eldest daughter of Henry Wadsworth Longfellow. The first 
finding aid was issued in the fall of 1991, and the second edition was issued June 2000. An 
addendum, Photographs, 1848-1927 (bulk dates 1863-1927) was produced Fall 2002.  The 1991 
and 2000 editions of this finding aid and the 2002 addendum are obsolete with the release of the 
current document. 
 
This document could never have been completed without the help of Longfellow National Historic 
Site staff. Over the years, invaluable assistance has been provided by current and past staff 
members including James Shea, Janice Hodson, Anita Israel, Jude Pfister, T. Michele Clark, 
Katherine Clippinger, and Elizabeth Banks.

INTRODUCTION 
 
This finding aid describes the Alice Mary Longfellow (1850-1928) Papers, 1855-1965 
(bulk dates 1873-1928). The collection is comprised of correspondence, financial 
records, manuscripts, photographs and other items collected by Alice Longfellow, the 
eldest daughter of the poet Henry Wadsworth Longfellow (1807-1882). The papers were 
accessioned into the Longfellow National Historic Site museum collection as part of 
accession LONG-1 when the Longfellow House Trust, which was formed in 1913, 
donated the Longfellow house and its contents to the National Park Service in 1973. 
 
The Alice Mary Longfellow Papers were originally processed in the fall of 1991 by staff 
of the Northeast Museum Services Center, then called the Collections Accountability 
Team. The catalogers were Elizabeth Bolton, Constance Burke, Diane Godwin, Susan 
Kraft, and Steven Neth, who worked under the direction of Steven Ourada. Additional 
papers were processed in January and February of 1999 by Jennifer Quinn, a cataloger 
working through a cooperative agreement between the Society for the Preservation of 
New England Antiquities and the Northeast Museum Services Center, under the 
leadership of Ms. Godwin.  In conjunction with a 2001-2002  photograph cataloguing 
project, photographs previously believed to be owned by Alice Mary Longfellow were 
reattributed to her cousins Mary King Longfellow (1852-1945) and Alexander 
Wadsworth Longfellow (1854-1934), and additional photographs related to her were 
identified and catalogued at the item level in an Automated National Collection System 
Plus (ANCS+) database in the Archives module.  SPNEA cataloguer Lauren Malcolm 
catalogued the majority of the photographs during June-July 2002.  In summer of 2006, 
approximately 1.5 feet of previously unidentified manuscript materials were added to the 
collection.  
 
During each phase, materials were surveyed and a processing plan was developed. The 
papers were arranged into series and rehoused into archival containers which were 
clearly labeled. The collection was cataloged into the Automated National Catalog 
System.

Description: The Alice Mary Longfellow (1850-1928) Papers, 1855-1965 (bulk dates 

1873-1928) include personal materials, correspondence, receipts for 
personal and household expenses, financial materials, manuscripts, 
collected materials, and photographic images collected by Alice 
Longfellow, the eldest daughter of Henry Wadsworth Longfellow (1807-
1882). The papers document Miss Longfellow's philanthropic nature, her 
interest in world travel, and her devotion to historic preservation. 

 
The collection is organized into eight series: I. Personal Materials, 
II. Correspondence, III. Expenses, IV. Financial Materials, 
V. Manuscripts, VI. Collected Materials, VII. Photographic Images, and 
VIII. Oversize Materials. 

 
Cross-references: The activities of Longfellow descendents prior to the transfer 

of the Longfellow House to the National Park Service—
particularly the research activities of Henry Wadsworth 
Longfellow Dana—have resulted in the meshing of most of the 
collections at the site.  While the collections have largely been 
formed on the basis of provenance, some family members 
liberally moved things from collection to collection as it suited 
their research.  For this reason, researchers should also be 
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aware that material by or about Alice Mary Longfellow can 
also be found in the following collections: 

 
LONG 27930: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow (1807-1882) 
Family Papers, 1768-1972 (bulk dates 1825-1950) 

 This collection of Longfellow’s parents, siblings, and 
other relatives holds correspondence to AML.

        Letters from her brother “Charley” are in this collection.

This collection includes postcards gathered by various 
members of the Longfellow and Dana families, 
including some addressed to Alice Mary Longfellow. 

 
LONG 16172: Architectural Drawings and Blueprints 

Collection, 1847-1936 
The Longfellow House’s renovations, which AML 
oversaw, reside in this collection. 

 
LONG 16174: Longfellow House Trust (1913-1974) 

Records, 1912-1973 
These records document activities of the Longfellow 
House Trust, in which Alice Mary Longfellow was 
active. Also of interest in this collection is a two-
volume inventory of Craigie House furnishings and 
library that was created for the Longfellow House Trust 
in 1912 during Alice Longfellow's residence in the 
house. 

 
LONG 17314: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow Dana (1881-

1950) Papers, 1744-1971  
Henry Wadsworth Longfellow Dana was a family historian 

and he researched many events in which Alice Mary 
Longfellow was a part. His correspondence to and from 
his Aunt Alice is also arranged with this collection.

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 SERIES DESCRIPTIONS 
 
Series I. Personal Materials, 1856-1965 
 

This series consists of materials that deal with aspects of Alice Mary Longfellow's personal 
life. They have been divided into the seven sub-series listed below. Note: Information about 
Alice Longfellow's death is filed under Series VI. Collected Materials, sub-series C. 
Clippings. 

 
A. Personal Documents, 1856-1965 
 

This sub-series includes a copy of Alice Longfellow's birth certificate, passports, address 
books, and report cards. Also included is material documenting social engagements, medical 
and pet expenses, and pew receipts. Arranged roughly chronologically. 

 
B. Certificates, 1886-1919 
 

Alice Longfellow was very active in a variety of organizations. This sub-series includes 
certificates that document her membership in some of those groups. Arranged 
alphabetically. 

 
C. Travel-Related Documents, 1922-1928 
 

This sub-series includes items which document some of Alice Longfellow's extensive 
travels. Included in the sub-series is a trip itinerary prepared by Michelin, receipts for hotel 
expenses, and related notes and correspondence. Arranged chronologically. Note: Diaries 
and journals detailing her travels are found in Series V. Manuscripts. 

 
D. Charities, 1893-1928 
 

Alice Longfellow's considerable charitable giving is documented by a memorandum book 
listing donations for 1924-1928 and by numerous receipts for donations, some with 
accompanying correspondence. Of particular note are the extensive number of war relief 
organizations Miss Longfellow contributed to following World War I. This sub-series 
includes flyers, handouts, and form correspondence distributed by these organizations. 
Receipts are arranged alphabetically and chronologically within each organization. 

 
E. Legal Documents, 1888-1940 
 

This sub-series includes correspondence from lawyers regarding real estate and property, a 
document concerning settlement of a claim for personal injury against Miss Longfellow, 
and a copy of the 1888 quitclaim in which Alice Longfellow's siblings released to her their 
claims on their father's estate. 
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F. Radcliffe College, 1894-1928 
 

Alice Longfellow was associated with Radcliffe College both as a student and as an 
administrator. This sub-series includes materials relating to her role as administrator, 
including correspondence, meeting notes from Associates of Radcliffe College, copies of 
a tribute program prepared for Miss Longfellow in 1905, and pamphlets and articles from 
Radcliffe. Arranged alphabetically by subject. 

 
G. Rolls-Royce Records, 1908-1929 
 

In July 1913, after renting a Rolls-Royce while traveling abroad, Alice Longfellow began 
corresponding with Rolls-Royce, Ltd., of London concerning the purchase of a car. Miss 
Longfellow's 40/50 HP Rolls-Royce was delivered to her several months later in 
Florence, Italy. This sub-series includes an automobile record book, receipts for 
expenses, related correspondence, and insurance documentation. Arranged 
chronologically. 

 
Series II. Correspondence, 1861-1930 
 

Alice Longfellow corresponded regularly with a number of friends and family members. 
In addition, Miss Longfellow received many letters from students who benefited from her 
scholarship donations. Correspondence has been arranged into the three sub-series listed 
below. 

 
A. Incoming Correspondence, 1866-1930 
 

Letters included here cover a wide range of topics. Major correspondents include Alice 
Ives Gilman, who writes of plans to attend Newnham College with Alice and Anne 
Longfellow; Frances Coolidge Stone, daughter of a United States Congressman; Eben 
Francis Stone, writing of political and social events in Washington, D.C.; and Karl 
Young, who writes of his experiences as a professor at Annapolis and at the University of 
Wisconsin. The activities of Miss Longfellow's Cambridge social circle are documented 
by Kittie C. Crosby, Cora Spelman and others. Letters from George Kabaoosa refer to 
Miss Longfellow's adoption into the Ojibway Indian tribe. Also included in general 
correspondence are numerous letters of condolence sent to Alice Longfellow at the time 
of the death of her father, Henry Wadsworth Longfellow. All letters are arranged 
alphabetically, chronologically within each folder. Lesser correspondents precede 
correspondents to which whole folders are devoted. At the end of this sub-series, there 
also are folders containing letters from unknown correspondents, invitations, and 
postcards.1

Other postcards were kept with Alice Longfellow main correspondence series, as they were found. Please note that 
some postcards addressed to Alice Longfellow remain in the Longfellow family collection of postcards (LONG 
16171). 
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B. Outgoing Correspondence, 1861-192 7 
 

This sub-series is comprised of letters written by Alice Longfellow to various family 
members and friends. The letters are arranged alphabetically by correspondent. At the 
end of this sub-series, there is one folder of letters Miss Longfellow wrote to unidentified 
correspondents, and there is also one folder of photostatic copies of Alice Longfellow 
letters held by other institutions. Researchers should note that Alice Longfellow also 
corresponded regularly with her nephew, Henry Wadsworth Longfellow Dana (1881-
1950). These letters are arranged with the Henry Wadsworth Longfellow Dana Papers 
(LONG 17314). 

 
C. Scholarship Student Correspondence, 1874-1925 
 

Alice Longfellow donated scholarship money for the support of American Indian and 
black students at Hampton Normal and Agricultural Institute and Tuskegee Normal and 
Industrial Institute. Students were required to write letters to their sponsors. The letters in 
this sub-series contain details of the students' home and family life, school experiences, 
and work experience during summer breaks. In many cases, a letter from a school 
providing additional information about a student's background would be included with a 
student's letter. This sub-series is ordered chronologically by date of first letter and each 
student's letters are filed together. Appendix B provides a list of students' names and the 
year of the initial letter. Note: An additional folder of correspondence to Alice 
Longfellow is stored in black box embossed with "Henry Wadsworth Longfellow/Feb. 
27, 1882" (in 1994, National Park Service staff moved the box from Room 201 to Room 
011). The letters, all dated 5 May 1899, are from school children in Deadwood, South 
Dakota, regarding the life of Henry Wadsworth Longfellow. Other items found in the box 
were proofs from the Samuel Longfellow book Life of Henry Wadsworth Longfellow 
and letters to Mrs. Pierce (Henry Wadsworth Longfellow's sister) from George 
Washington Greene regarding HenryWadsworth Longfellow's early life. 

 
Series III. Expenses, 1922-1928 
 

This series contains receipts and records of expenditures and is divided into the three sub-
series listed below. 

 
A. Personal Expenses, 1922-1928 
 

Receipts for accessories, clothing, magazines, and books are included in this sub-series, 
as well as receipts for clothing alterations and laundry expenses. Arranged alphabetically 
by type, thereunder alphabetically by vendor. 

 
B. Utilities, 1911-1928 

 
This subseries includes receipts for gas, electricity, coal, water, and telephone expenses.  
Arranged alphabetically by vendor. 
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C. Household Expenses, 1916-1928 

 
This subseries includes an account book listing wages paid to household help from 1919 
to 1926 and receipts for grocery and furnishing purchases.  Also included are receipts for 
general maintenance expenses and for insurance and taxes.  Grounds expenses include 
receipts for consultations with landscape architects and receipts for purchases from 
florists and nurseries.  Arranged alphabetically by type and within type alphabetically by 
vendor. 

 
Series IV. Financial Materials, 1871-1928 
 

This series contains banking records and documents concerning Alice's stock, bond, and 
trust holdings.  It is divided into the following three subseries: 

 
A. Bank Statements, 1918-1928 

 
Included here are statements, deposit slips and related correspondence from Alice's 
financial manager, as well as canceled checks and statement envelopes.  Arranged 
chronologically. 

 
B. Checkbooks, 1918-1928 

 
Alice’s checkbooks covering the period 1918 through 1928.  Arranged chronologically. 

 
C. Investments, 1871-1928 

 
This material documents Alice's stock and bond holdings. Manufacturers, including many 
textile mills, and railroads were heavily represented in her portfolio.  The material 
includes balance sheets and summaries of cash receipts and disbursements, some of 
which relate to the Appleton family trust.  Also included is correspondence from John 
Moors, the lawyer who managed Miss Longfellow's portfolio.  Arranged chronologically.  
 

Series V. Manuscripts, 1859-c.1923 
 

Alice's writings and surviving school work have been divided into the five subseries 
described below. 

 
A. Travel Journals, 1868-1923 
 

Alice Longfellow's extensive travels are well documented in these journals. Miss 
Longfellow wrote faithfully while traveling, describing her impressions of places visited 
and people encountered and sometimes included small sketches. Her journal titled "First 
Journey to Europe" includes a variety of pressed leaves gathered on her trip. Miss 
Longfellow's journals chronicle her frequent travels in Europe, camping trips in Maine, 
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and her year in England at Newnham College. Arranged chronologically. 
 
B. Journals, Articles, and Drafts, 1865-ca. 1925 
 

This sub-series includes a journal (which includes lists of books read and a record of 
visitors to Craigie House), as well as titled and untitled essays on such topics as Craigie 
House, Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, and Mount Vernon. Arranged alphabetically. 

 
C. Poems, 1859-1878 
 

Alice Longfellow's poems in this sub-series include “The Gutta Percha Song”, “The 
Family Song,” “The Welch Mountain Song,” “Hindoo Devotee Song,” “Home Again,” 
“In days of old when ladies fair,” “Inscriptions on a Soldiers Monument,” 
“Reminiscences of the Glorious Campaign of 1873,” “They shall not grow old,” and “To 
a Fairy.” Arranged alphabetically. 

 
D. Academic Notes, 1867-1889 
 

This sub-series includes Alice Longfellow's numerous notebooks with lecture notes from 
courses taken at Radcliffe and Newnham Colleges, papers written for classes, and 
extracts from transcribed works. Arranged alphabetically. 

 
E. Exercises and Exams, ca. 1855-1884 
 

This sub-series includes childhood penmanship exercise books and college exam 
booklets. Arranged chronologically. 

 
Series VI. Collected Materials, 1855-1928 
 

Items collected by Alice Longfellow have been divided into the following four sub-
series: 

 
A. Memorabilia, Scrapbooks, and Miscellaneous, 1882-1928 
 

This sub-series includes memorabilia commemorating World War I, a scrapbook 
containing a collection of envelopes decorated with political cartoons or other drawings 
related to the Civil War, and several folders of correspondence, clippings, and pamphlets 
regarding the Henry Wadsworth Longfellow Centenary in 1907. This sub-series also 
includes various programs, postcards, and souvenirs. Arranged alphabetically. 

 
B. Serial, Pamphlets, and Booklets, 1855-1923 
 

This sub-series includes a book titled Willie's First Drawing Lesson inscribed "Alice 
Mary Longfellow from Papa 1857." Other material in this sub-series relates to World 
War l and its aftermath in France. Arranged alphabetically. 
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C. Clippings, 1884-1928 
 

Included in this sub-series are newspaper clippings collected by or about Alice 
Longfellow. General clippings are arranged chronologically and include topics such as a 
1903 reception held at Craigie House for American Indian teachers and students and a 
letter to the editor titled "The Calmness of the French" written by Miss Longfellow. 
There is a separate folder for the attempt to extort money from Miss Longfellow in 1925. 
There is also a separate folder with clippings about the death of Miss Longfellow, her 
funeral and the details of her will. 

 
D. Gift Volumes I and II, ca. 1894 
 
These leather-bound volumes of handwritten poetry were presented to Alice Longfellow by the 
author, George Vaughan, ca. 1894. 
 
Series VI. Photographic Materials 
 

For description of individual photographs, see Appendix A. 
 
A.  Photograph Albums 
 

This sub-series consists of photo albums owned by Miss Longfellow.  It is assumed that 
her niece Erica Thorp de Berry (1890-1943) gave her the ca. 1918-1919 album whose 
images relate to the orphanage in Lacaune-Les-Bains, France, when Erica served.  Miss 
Longfellow owned an album that documented the reenactment of Hiawatha by the 
Ojibway in 1900. 

 
B.  Photographs Not in Albums 
 

1.  Portraits 
Studio and informal portraits of Miss Longfellow from childhood to the end of her life 
make up this sub-sub-series. 

 
2.  Group Portraits 
 

Miss Longfellow poses with family and friends in indoor and outdoor settings.  Notable 
images include a portrait with Henry Ford at the Wayside Inn, with the Mount Vernon 
Ladies Association, and with Newnham College (Cambridge University) students. 

 
3.  Related Photographs 
 

This sub-sub-series contains photographs Miss Longfellow owned, mostly of places such 
as Cambridge University. 
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4.  1890 Yacht Cruises 
 

This sub-series consists of one hundred and seven photographic prints of boats and 
harbors in Maine taken in 1890. Charles Longfellow, whose boat “Alga” is pictured in 
some images, and Alexander Longfellow Jr. wrote the identification on most of the 
prints.  It is assumed that Miss Longfellow owned these photographs at one time, perhaps 
gathering them after the death of Charles in 1893.  Maine harbor views include Portland, 
Boothbay, Casco Bay, Castine, and Camden.  

 
Series VIII. Oversize Materials 
 

These items are intellectually associated to the materials in the collection but were 
removed because they are too large to be stored in letter and legal size folders and boxes. 
Separation sheets are inserted in the collection in the spot from which an item was 
removed, and copies of the separation sheets are stored with the separated items. 
Oversize items were removed from Series 1. Personal Materials, II. Correspondence, V. 
Manuscripts, and VI. Collected Materials. 
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Alice Mary Longfellow (1850-1928)2

 
Alice Mary Longfellow was born 22 September 1850 as the eldest daughter of Henry Wadsworth 
and Frances Appleton Longfellow. She was immortalized as "Grave Alice" in her father's poem 
"The Children's Hour" and led a life characterized by a love of travel and a strong interest in 
education and in American history. 
 
As a child, Alice Longfellow attended Miss C.S. Lyman's School and later Professor Williston' 
School. In 1878, Miss Longfellow was asked to serve on a committee to consider the 
establishment of classes for women taught by Harvard professors. The Society for the Collegiate 
Instruction was formed and in 1879 Alice Longfellow entered with the first class as a special 
student. Early commencements of the Society, which was later to become Radcliffe College, were 
held in the Craigie House library. Alice Longfellow's affiliation with the school continued 
throughout her life. She attended classes there until 1890 with a year's interlude spent at Newnham 
College in Cambridge, England, in 1883-1884. Alice Longfellow functioned as a Radcliffe 
administrator by serving on the executive committee, the Board of Trustees, and as treasurer from 
1883 to 1891. 
 
Miss Longfellow's concern for education also led to charitable and volunteer activities. She was a 
member of the Cambridge School Committee from 1887 to 1892. She provided scholarship funds 
for black and American Indian students at Hampton and Tuskegee Institutes. Miss Longfellow 
also donated money and time to schools for the blind. 
 
Alice Longfellow traveled extensively throughout her life. She spent many summers camping and 
boating in Maine with family and friends. Her many European trips began with a grand tour taken 
by the extended Longfellow family in 1868 and 1869. Miss Longfellow was to return often to 
Europe and was particularly fond of France and Italy. She was received by Mussolini in 1927 and 
presented him with a copy of her father's translation of The Divine Comedy. In 1900, Alice 
Longfellow traveled to Ontario, Canada, and was made an honorary member of the Ojibway 
Indian tribe. 
 
Alice Longfellow's interest in American history was perhaps sparked by the history of the house in 
which she lived, for Craigie House had served as headquarters for General Washington from July 
1775 to April 1776. Miss Longfellow was active in the preservation efforts at Mount Vernon and 
served as Massachusetts vice-regent of the Mount Vernon Ladies Association for forty-eight years. 
She was well-versed in the history of Craigie House and often read a paper she had written on the 
subject to local historical societies. 
 
Alice Longfellow lived her entire life in Craigie House, the Cambridge, Massachusetts house in 
which she was born. She passed away on 7 December 1928.
