No submerged lands will be conveyed
under the Quitclaim Deed. Lighthouse is accessible by water craft only.

"The successful grantee may need to obtain a Chapter 91 license
from The Massachusetts Department of Environmental

Protection ("MassDEP"). To determine whether a Chapter 91 license
is necessary, Grantee is required to file with Mass DEP a Request
for Determination pursuant to M.G.H.91, the Public Waterfront
Act, and the regulations promulgated pursuant thereto at 310 CMR
9.00."

There is a horn
located on the property that can be use as a Fog
Signal

use a portion of the light for monitoring and
antennae equipment. The permit will be
recorded along with an easement for the
USCG'’s access (See Aid to Navigation)
