Aids to Navigation (ATON)

The ATON will remain thgersonal property of the United States
Coast Guard (USCG). The United States reservesiastricted
right for ingress and egress to maintain, operafgir, replace or
relocate the Federal aid to navigation and anycstsal equipment,
and an Arc of Visibility for said aid. The ATON dhe light station
consists of a light signal flashing a red light gvisvo and a half
(2.5) seconds and a fog signal horn sounding two,(2) second
blasts every thirty (30) seconds.

Easements to be retained by
United States Coast Guard

(1) The unrestricted right of the USCG to keepate¢service,
maintain, operate, repair and replace the ATONamdand all
associated equipment, on the light station.
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(2) The unrestricted right of the USCG to reloaatadd any ATON
and any and all associated equipment, or make elsamyany
portion of the light station as may be necessaryévigational
purposes.

(3) A right of access in favor of the USCG for fhepose of
servicing, maintaining, locating, operating, repajrand replacing
navigational aids and any and all associated ecqgmpion the light
station. The USCG shall have the right to enteditjht station at
any time, with reasonable notice, for the purpdsaaintaining the
ATON and performing the other functions contemplaterein.
Access shall be across any portion of the lightastaas necessary.
Upon completion of the servicing, maintaining, @iy, replacing
of the ATON and any associated equipment, the Bgdtion shall, at
the sole cost of the USCG, subject to the avaitgtwf appropriated
funds, be left as nearly as reasonably possiltieeirsame condition
before any such work began.

(4) A reservation to the USCG for the purpose elprving an Arc
of Visibility from the light station to the shorak within the radial
arc of 360 degrees true and the stipulation thetimg will be
constructed, maintained or permitted of a heigfisent to interfere
with or obstruct the Arc of Visibility of the ligtgtation.

(5) An easement to the USCG for the purpose ofdiognin certain
weather conditions, a fog signal horn.

The U.S. General Services Adnatien will provide an
opportunity for eligible entities to inspect thght station after the
Notice has closed. A completed Waiver of Liabifitym will be
required to inspect the light station.
