Eligible entities that submit a letter of interest will be sent an application and
given an opportunity to inspect the property. Building inspectors and/or
contractors may accompany the applicant on the site visit. The completed
application must be submitted to the National Park Service within 90 days after
the site inspection. The National Park Service will review applications and may
select an eligible entity to receive the property. The General Services
Administration will deed the Property to the selected steward.

The light tower holds an aid to navigation( 2" Order
Fresnel Lens), which will remain the personal
property of the United States. The Government at
it’s option, may convey the aid to navigation to the
Grantee if and when the aid to navigation at the light
tower is discontinued by the US Coast Guard. Aid to
Navigation covenant will be incorporated into the
deed.

Easements Retained By
The U.S. Coast Guard

1. Anunrestricted right for ingress and egress to
maintain, operate, repair, or relocate the aid to
navigation and any associated equipment, and
an arc of visibility for said aid.

2. An easement for the purpose of preserving an
Arc of Visibility within the radial arc of 360
degrees.
