After the close of this Notice of Availability, eligible entities that submit a letter of interest will be sent an
application by the Department of Interior, National Park Service (NPS) and given an opportunity to
inspect the property. Building inspectors and/or contractors may accompany the applicant on the site
visit. The completed application must be submitted to NPS within 90 days after receipt. The NPS will
review applications and select an eligible entity to receive the property. The General Services
Administration will complete the conveyance to the selected recipient.

Historic
covenants will be incorporated into the deed.

Aid to Navigation

Aid to navigation status: Active. The Federal aid to
navigation located at the property remains the personal
property of the United States. The United States reserves
an unrestricted right for ingress and egress to maintain,
operate, repair, replace, or relocate the aid to navigation
and any associated equipment, and an arc of visibility for
said aid.

e Subject to any easements, licenses, restrictions
and/or encumbrances in the public records of
Dorchester County, MD.




e Subject to all reservations, restrictions, rights,
covenants, servitudes, licenses, and easement
recorded or unrecorded, for navigation,
occupancy, access and utilities, if any.

e The lighthouse is located in the northeast corner
of the surface danger zone of the Chesapeake Bay
aerial and surface firing range and is therefore
subject to Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)
attached as Exhibit C. A new steward will be
required to execute a similar MOA.
