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August Events for Volunteers
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Day-long Service Projects
1. Paradise Area Trails  Aug. 1, 2, 3, 8, 16, 17, 24.  Establish high-quality trails to provide visitors with the opportunity to explore the alpine meadows without damaging this fragile area.  

2. Wonderland Trail Re-Routes  Aug. 2, 3, 5, 16, 17, 19.  Learn the craft of new trail construction while repairing one of several washouts of the famous Wonderland Trail in either the Stevens Canyon or Cougar Rock areas.  

3. Paradise Meadow Protection  Aug. 4, 5, 19.  Preserve the vitality of the meadows by marking trails and teaching visitors how they can explore without having damaging impact on this fragile ecosystem.  
4. Naches Loop  Aug. 18, 19.  Badly damaged by storms, this popular trail leading to spectacular views of the mountain needs your help to become a safe, accessible hiking route.  

Multi-day Service Trips
5. Huckleberry Creek Trail  Aug. 1-5.  Basecamp at Forest Lake and spend your days repairing and maintaining this trail through pristine forest and alpine scenery.  
6. Indian Henry Cabin  Aug. 1-5.  Work on the Mirror Lakes, Kautz Creek, and Wonderland Trails while basecamping in this historic and magnificent area.  
7. Ipsut Pass/Wonderland Trail Aug. 15-19 Enjoy the comfort of car-camping, the serenity of the remote wilderness, and the joy of a week spent improving the Wonderland Trail heading up toward beautiful Ipsut Pass.
8.  Laughingwater Creek Trail Aug. 15-19 Basecamp at Three Lakes Cabin, situated in a subalpine basin about a mile's hike from a pass with open mountain views.
