In 2024 timed entry reservations are required to enter the Paradise 
Corridor (May 24 - September 2) and Sunrise Corridor 
(July 4 - September 2) from 7 am to 3 pm. Next day reservations will 
be released starting at 7 pm Pacific Time (PT) daily.

Reservations must be made on Recreation.gov, Rec.gov App, or by 
phone. Tickets will not be available at entrance stations.

Once you’ve secured your reservation, don’t forget your timed entry 
ticket and photo ID. Show your park pass or pay the entrance fee 
with credit, debit, or other forms of electronic payment.
