White-Nose Syndrome (WNS) is a newly emergent syndrome that has been observed in bat hibernacula in several states located in the northeast.  Certain hibernacula, including some containing threatened and endangered species, have experienced very high mortality rates over the last two winters.  

“White-nose” refers to a ring of white fungus present around the muzzle of many, but not all affected bats; fungus may also be found on other areas of the body.  The cause(s) and effect(s) of the fungus are currently unknown; it may contribute to primary or secondary clinical disease, or may be an incidental finding.
