Point Reyes Seashore's wild elk are fenced in or only one reason: at the request of the park's
privately-owned cattle and dairy operations.

All 3 of the park's Tule elk herds are denied freedom to access its 71,000 acres. 1/3rd of the
park — 28,000 acres — is fenced off from both elk AND humans to accommodate beef and
dairy operators only leasing land from the public. Millions of annual visitors are also cut off from
a third of this public oceanside national park unit.

Plan B would also improve trails, restrooms, and invasive plant
management, changes that are very much needed.

Tule Elk were hunted to near extinction. The current population of 5,700 may be descended
from 4 or few closely related individuals. Some 300 of the Tomales Point herd were lost during
the recent drought. This represented the loss of 5% of all remaining Tule EIk! The National
Park Service's restriction on this genetically fragile species only increases the probability that it
may yet become extinct.

The fence was built because of the misguided notion that the cattle at Point Reyes need
protection. There is no documented case of Elk transmitting brucellosis to cattle. Even if
transmission could occur, the appropriate response is to remove the cattle from Point Reyes
National Seashore. Cattle need no protection. There are 28.9 million head of cattle in the U.S.
or 5,000 head of cattle for each Tule Elk.
