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Six Rivers’ campgrounds ready to open for holiday weekend
EUREKA, California, May 26, 2016 – Most of the developed campgrounds on the Six Rivers National Forest will open just in time for what’s shaping up to be a beautiful holiday weekend—sunny days with highs in the 70s! Forest Supervisor Merv George Jr. encourages everyone to get out and visit the forest, “This is the perfect time of year to get out and enjoy the Six Rivers. We have 18 developed campgrounds and nearly one million acres of National Forest System lands just waiting for you to relax and unplug.”
Most campgrounds are equipped with vault or flush toilets, fire rings or stoves, tables, parking for two vehicles, and potable water.* Due to current drought conditions, potable water may be unavailable at some sites later in the season. Some campgrounds have electrical hook-ups, and many have hosts.
Campsite reservations may be made for Grassy Flat, Panther Flat, Patrick Creek, Dillon Creek, Fish Lake, Oak Bottom, Nordheimer, Pearch Creek, Boise Creek, Mad River and Fir Cove campgrounds by calling (877) 444-6777 or TDD (877) 833-6777, or visiting www.recreation.gov. All other facilities are available on a first-come, first-served basis. Campgrounds have varying levels of wheelchair accessibility. Campsite fees range from $8 to $15 per night for single sites.
Anyone wishing to camp outside of developed campgrounds must obtain a free campfire permit for barbecues or campfires. Permits may be obtained from any Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management, or CalFire office. Permits are good to the end of the calendar year.
East Fork and Fish Lake campgrounds will not be opening until mid-June, due to the high potential to spread Port-Orford-cedar (POC) root disease by traveling on wet roads. Campers are reminded that off-road vehicles, dirt bikes, mountain bikes and horses are not allowed in these campgrounds or adjacent trails while these areas are closed. Although POC is not a factor, E-Ne-Nuck campground will also not be opening until mid-June.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Some roads on the northern end of the forest are also closed due to POC concerns with wet roads, although some are still closed because they are blocked by snow drifts. The POC gates that access Bear Basin—Doe Flat, Ship Mountain, Sanger Lake and other highly used recreation areas—will remain closed for the time being. They will be evaluated for possible opening on June 10.
