Information on How to Apply for Commuter Permit 

A number of years ago, Rocky Mountain National Park established the Commuter Permit to serve local area residents commuting over Trail Ridge Road for employment purposes.  This waiver applies to any resident of Larimer, Grand or Boulder Counties residing within 50 miles of an entrance station that serves Trail Ridge Road.  

The Commuter Permit is available for qualifying persons through an application.  Residents of Larimer, Grand, or Boulder counties whose property is within 50 miles of the Beaver Meadows, Fall River, or Grand Lake Entrance Stations will be eligible to apply for a Commuter Permit that authorizes non-recreational travel over Trail Ridge Road.  The trip must begin and end within the Grand, Boulder, and Larimer Counties. 

Subject to eligibility, the Commuter Permit will be valid for three years from date of purchase for an administrative fee of $20.  The Commuter Permit is valid only for non-recreational commuting over Trail Ridge Road and does not authorize recreational use in the park.  

As an alternative to the Commuter Permit, one day passes are still available for $20.   Also, there are other annual and lifetime passes that can be purchased.  The Rocky Annual Park Pass allows for unlimited access to the park including recreational use and automated pass lanes privileges at Beaver Meadows and Grand Lake Entrances. 

Anyone requesting fee-free access through the park that does not have a Commuter Permit will be charged the $20 entrance fee.  The entrance receipt may be used as payment towards the purchase of a Commuter Permit if the receipt is included with the Commuter Permit application.  

The 1-day daily receipt may be applied to the commuter permit, but must be done within two weeks of the expiration date.

Send the completed application along with the application fee in the form of a cashier’s check or money order made payable to National Park Service and send to Rocky Mountain National Park, Attention Fee Program Assistant  at the Park address found on the first page of this application. 
If your request is approved, a permit containing applicable terms and conditions will be sent to you. The permit must be signed by the responsible person and returned to the park for final approval by the Park Superintendent before the permitted activity may begin.
