Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site Releases  iPhone App

Cornish, NH – Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site (the park) is pleased to announce the availability of an iPhone app for the park. The app, a computer program that runs on iPhones, iPads and iPods, is available for download from the Apple iTunes App Store. The Saint-Gaudens app is among the first developed for a national park. The app will provide visitors with audio tours of many of the historic buildings and monuments, images of and information about Saint-Gaudens’s artwork, a guide to the trail system, and other content that will enrich a visit to the park.  

Early in 2010, the park and non-profit partner, the Saint-Gaudens Memorial, began working with software developer  JBK2  to develop the concept for the iPhone app. It was hoped that the new app would provide a relevant and meaningful way of fostering connections between the park and a new audience of smartphone users. The result is an app that not only meets the expectations of these users, but that also serves as an onsite guide to help enhance a visit to the park for everyone.

Smartphone ownership is steadily increasing in the United States. For smartphone users, particularly young users, phone apps and internet connectivity are interwoven throughout the various facets of their daily lives.

“This was a very exciting project for a small park like Saint-Gaudens to undertake,” said park superintendent Rick Kendall.  “As there are only a handful of park service sites with iPhone apps, there were not many templates to build upon. Despite these challenges, I think that the team of park staff and the software developers produced an amazing piece of technology that will attract new visitors to the site and users to this software.”    


Visitors will have a variety of options for accessing the app—the high-definition app is optimized for the iPhone 4 and iPad use, but will also be usable on earlier versions of the iPhone and on iPod touches (the iPad version will be released later in 2011). As with all other apps, the Saint-Gaudens app will be available for visitors to download themselves onto their own devices from the iTunes store. For those visitors without an iPhone, iPad or iPod, the park will have a supply of iPod touches and iPads with the app pre-loaded available for rent during their visit.
