Yucca Sweets

  Ripe fruits of the broad-leaved yucca are gathered and baked in a pit overnight – now sometimes baked in a slow oven for several hours – until skins can be peeled and the ball of seeds and fiber removed. The residue is a sweet paste which is used as a filing for pies and turnovers or shaped into bars and sun-dried or slow-oven dried to make a delicious candy.
Answers: Top plants: prickly pear, horehound, one-seed juniper, yucca plant & four-wing salt brush. Bottom: Prickly pear, by its large, red, marble-sized fruit, four-wing salt brush and pinon nuts.

   When Fray Diego de Santander arrived at Gran Quivira in 1659, he found the chapel of San Isidro in ruins, its beams used elsewhere. He organized the building of the larger missionary complex shown in the diagram above. 
TAKE A WALK THROUGH THE MISSION 

1. After walking through the church, the first room to your left is the sacristy, where the priest prepared for mass. 

2. The long hallway to your left is called an ambulatorio and leads to the convento.

3. The first room to the left may have been a dining or study hall.

4. The patio to your right was open to the sky and is typical in European architecture. Here the priest would relax and meditate, perhaps grow herbs.
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5. Walk through the ambulatorio to the porch leading to the plaza. This was the entrance to the convento. This provided a place for people waiting to see the priest. (Please return to the ambulatorio and take the hall to the left).

6. The rooms to your left were used as quarters for the priest.

7. The last two rooms were probably used for food storage.

8. Continue along the corridor until you reach the steps looking over a walled area. This was a corral. Rooms around the corral served as stables.

9. The stone-lined ditch was built as a drain for the corral three hundred years ago

PLEASE RETURN TO THE PORCH AREA OF THE CONVENTO AND TAKE A SEAT ON ONE OF THE BENCHES WHERE THE JUMANO INDIANS SAT OVER THREE HUNDRED YEARS AGO. 
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WHAT WAS IT LIKE TO LIVE HERE IN THE 1660S WHEN THE DROUGHT YEARS WERE BECOMING MORE COMMON? HOW DO YOU THINK THE JUMANOS FELT ABOUT BUILDING THE MISSION WHERE YOU NOW SIT? WERE THEY WORRIED ABOUT THEIR CHANGING ENVIRONMENT? THE GRAN QUIVIRA SITE WAS A MAJOR SALT TRADE CENTER. LOOK AT THE PHOTO OF THEIR CENTRAL PLAZA AND VISUALIZE THE BUSTLING TRADE DAYS OF THE TRIBE. DISCUSS WITH RANGER AT THE END OF YOUR TOUR.
