Eli Parsons (1748-Sept. 30, 1830), North Adams, MA., m. Jun 5, 1777, Persis Graves, d/o Daniel and Joanna (Field) Graves, d. 18:30. He was wounded while serving in Capt. Thomas Sweards Company of Artillery under Col. John Crane. After the war he was a leader in Shays Rebellion.

His father was Aaron Parsons, s/o b. Jun 2, 1712, d. Aug 4, 1795, m. Oct 2, 1732, Mercy Atkins, d/o John and Dorcas Atkins, b. 1713, d. Aug 2, 1750. Aaron served in the French Indian War from 1755 to 1756 and at Lake George.
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
