THE PARK	 Theodore Roosevelt National Park is open 365 days/year, 24 hours/day.  The North 
Unit is on Central Daylight Time.

CAMPING	 Juniper campground is open year round and is located 5 miles from the visitor 
center. Camping fees are charged; self-pay at the campground. RV hook-ups are not 
available; there is a dump station.

	 Backcountry camping requires a free permit.  Permits, maps, and backcountry 
guides can be obtained at the visitor center.

VISITOR CENTER	 The North Unit Visitor Center  is open 9 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. daily.  
	 A new North Unit video “The Ever Changing Land” is shown upon request and 

there is also a  Theodore Roosevelt  Nature and History Association sales area  in the 
visitor center.
