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New York Outdoor Wayside Exhibits

The outdoor wayside exhibits for fifteen sites in New York selected as destinations for the Washington- 
Rochambeau NHT are in fabrication. Our Harpers Ferry Center is providing us with technical assistance 
and managing this project for us. We are making arrangements to have the signs shipped and each site 
will receive two exhibit panels. We will provide a detailed delivery schedule to you soon. One will be a 
site specific interpretive exhibit linking the site to part of  the Washington-Rochambeau story.  The second 
exhibit will be an overall orientation panel about the Washington- Rochambeau NHT with an inset “You-
Are- Here” map showing the locations of  the fifteen destinations in New York.  This partnership project in 
New York will be a prototype for wayside exhibits along the entire Washington-Rochambeau NHT.

Lafayette and L’Hermione: Symbols of  French-American Friendship Exhibit can be seen April 3rd to 
September 6th, 2015. The exhibition Lafayette and L’Hermione examines Lafayette, the French alliance, 
the role of  the French army and navy in America, and the twenty-one year project to reconstruct the vessel 
that carried the young marquis back to America with the news.

Americans viewed him as a hero of  the war, but, as 
Dr. Auricchio discovers in The Marquis, Lafayette was a complicated man driven by dreams of  glory and 
felled by tragic, human weakness. This new biography reveals the complex life of  Lafayette and examines 
why he is still revered in America today. This program was held in conjunction with the current exhibi-
tion Lafayette & L’Hermione: Symbols of  French-American Friendship (open through September 6).

The Museum of  the American Revolution issues Read the Revolution, a biweekly newsletter to inspire 
learning about the history of  the American Revolution and its ongoing relevance. In the summer of  1781, 
General George Washington faced a crossroads. The Continental Army’s resources were depleted; its 
soldiers disheartened. Two options lay before Washington: attempt to reclaim New York, or head south to 
defeat a British stronghold in Yorktown. Jack Kelly’s book Band of  Giants describes the circumstances sur-
rounding Washington’s important decision to march his troops to Virginia. The successful Siege of  Yor-
ktown would break Britain’s will to continue the war, although it would be two more years until the final 
peace treaty was signed.
