If you are unsure of the identification, return the fish to the lake or stream 

where it was caught. Check the park fishing regulations for details.

Please be familiar with the park fishing regulations before fishing. For more information, stop at any Visitor Center.

Yellowstone cutthroat trout, a native species, is fully protected by park 
catch-and-release regulations.

Lake trout are a non-native, introduced species.
Their HARVEST IS ENCOURAGED on Heart Lake; 

there is no harvest limit on lake trout. (Rainbow trout do not live here.)
